Exclusion

Suspected radiation exposure & non-life-threatening injury

* Treat life-threatening injuries prior to decon
* Treatment & transport of critically-injured patients takes priority over decon.

* Use detector to locate contaminants.
* Identification of contamination & focused removal of contamination may be sufficient.
* Protect yourself!

* Limit exposure time.

* Maximize distance from the source.

* Use appropriate shielding.

Special Note:

* Although exposure to radiation can be life-threatening, the effects of radiation exposure are delayed in onset, making
treatment of traumatic injuries the priority.
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
